This community electronics recycling project is a first in New Zealand
and provides an everyday solution which is convenient and offers
responsible handling, dismantling and recycling of e-waste.

We now accept e-waste at our depot: 38 Holmes Road, Manurewa.
All information technology products, TVs, consumer electronics, mobile
phones, photocopiers, printers, electrical cabling and some whiteware
will be received.

We are also able to pick-up
items for a small fee.

There are some low-cost charges, which help us recover operational costs. Some companies offer free
e-cycling services - these companies extract the recyclable materials that have commercial value, and
send the rest to landfill. Our service provides a total recycling solution that aims for zero e-waste to landfill.
